Questions to consider:

1) How can you use colour for emphasis or to capture a viewers’ attention?

2) How might you use warm saturated colours to create a feeling of excitement?

3) Given that warm colours appear to come forward and cool colours recede, where might you best use cool colours in your portrait?

4) What is mixed media?

* the use of a variety of media to create an artwork.  You may combine acrylic paint, pastels, chalk, pencil, magazine clippings, newspaper etc.[image: image1.png]
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PROCESS:

Step 1) Use the photograph of yourself to draw your face and make the contour lines and shapes within your face as accurate as you can

Step 2) You can do a variety of different things with your face to try and express who you are. One idea is you could draw your face twice in the format of a playing card. This allows you to show 2 different sides of yourself in an interesting way. You may want to draw your head only once and have the background as well as colours you choose to work with to be the main indicators of your personality.

Sketch a rough copy of a couple ideas and share with your classmates/ teacher to see which idea is the best.

Step 3) Experiment on rough pages with colours and mediums you may want to use

Step 4) Draw your portrait onto the provided paper and begin adding colour using the media of your choice.
