PERSPECTIVE DRAWING: YOUR CHOICE

ALLEYWAY / CITYSCAPE (1, 2 OR 3 point)

Step 1- Choose several images (need to be large to be good references) size: fit to an 8x11 sheet of printer paper. These images should be references to help you create an interesting drawing that incorporates what you have learned about perspective by focusing on one type (1, 2 or 3). In google: type in alley, alleyway (put the name of different countries in front of the word to see a wide variety). OR type in cityscape and also type in different country names to see what comes up.

Step 2- Choose one of these images that you find most interesting to use as your starting point and begin drawing. You may add any of your own details, as well as some from the other images you collected to create an entirely new composition. 

Step 3 – Now that you have drawn your image you can begin adding colour using a medium called Watercolour. (In class instruction on watercolour techniques).

Step 4- Watercolour Techniques: learn a few different ways you can use watercolour in interesting and effective techniques. You will apply some of these techniques to your drawing when it is complete. Pay attention to your light sources, as well as light and dark areas and paint them accordingly.

Step 5 – Get your style on! You may choose to complete your drawing by going over your sketched in pencil contours, which are by now also filled with watercolour. Do this by adding value (light and dark areas) to where you see them on your picture. This time when you add value you can choose to do it with thin black lines (review: pen and ink techniques we looked at).
